l. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for your interest in bidding on this project, which is being undertaken by the Public Building
Commission of Chicago. The Public Building Commission of Chicago (hereafter, the PBC, or Commission) is a
municipal corporation with a statutory mandate to procure and award contracts for the construction of public
buildings in the City of Chicago, and to oversee the construction of those public buildings untii they are tumed
over to the user agency that will own and operate each new facilty.

This is the first page of text of Book 1, which along with Book 2, Book 2A, Book 3, and the project drawings,
comprise the PBC's construction contract. The balance of this Book 1 provides a brief description of the project,
instructions for completing and submitting your bid, the bid pages, and the forms which must accompany your bid.
Book 2 is the Standard Terms and Conditions of the contract. Book 2A is the Standard Terms and Conditions
Procedures Manual. Book 3 is the Technical Specifications for the work to be performed on this project. The
PBC's architect or engineer for the project will provide the drawings and other documents that may be necessary
for you to bid on andfor perform the work. Each of the Books, along with the drawings and any other documents
prepared by the PBC, its architect or engineer, are Contract Documents. Collectively, the Conlract Documents
comprise the Contract. The Contract Documents are defined in Section 1 of Book 2, Standard Terms and
Conditions.

fll. INSTRUCTIONS FOR BIDDERS
A. Examination of Documents By Bidder

The Bidder shall, before submitting its bid, carefully examine all Contract Documents, including but not
fimited to, the Project Information, Instructions to Bidders, and Execution Documents (Book 1); Standard
Terms and Conditions (Book 2); Standard Temms and Conditions Procedures Manual {Book 2A) Technical
Specifications {Book 3); plans; drawings; Addenda (if any); and bonds. The Bidder will be responsible for
all errors in its bid resulting from failure or neglect to comply with these instructions.

B. Interpretations of Addenda

The Commission will not furnish ora! interpretations of Contract Documents, before or subsequent o the
award of a contracl. If an interpretation is desired by a prospective Bidder, the inlerpretation should be
requested in a letter addressed to the PBC, Attn: Ingrid Worrell, Contract Officer, email;
ingrid. worrefl@cityafchicago.org or by fax 312-744-3572. Every interpretation or revision will be in the
form of an addendurn to the Contract Documents and, when issued, will be on file in the office of the
Commission. Although all addenda will be faxed, e-mailed, or mailed to each Bidder obtaining Confract
Documents, it shall be the Bidder's responsibility to inquire as to the addenda issued. All such addenda
shall become part of the Contract and attached thereto and all Bidders shall be bound by such addenda,
whether or not received by the Bidders. :

C. Inspection of Site
Bidder shall inspect the Site to become familiar with the conditions relating to the Work to be performed,
the faciliies involved, and the difficulties and restrictions attending the performance of this Contract.
Failure of the Bidder to visit the Site shall not relieve or atter the Bidder's responsibility for completing the
Work as required by the Contract Documents.

D. Pre-Qualification of Bidders

1. Unless otherwise indicated in Part Il *Project Information,” the Commission has previously issued
Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to approve the qualifications of firms to perform work on the
Project. Responses to the RFQ were evaluated by the Commission on the basis of the criteria set
forth in the RFQ. Notice of pre-qualification has been provided by the Commission to all firms “pre-
qualified,” and only firms that have received notification of pre-qualification are eligible to bid on this
Contract. Pre-qualified firms are eligible to bid either as the entity that was pre-gualified or as a
Joint venture with another firm, provided thal the pre-qualified firm has a controlling interest in the
joint venture.

2. The Commission reserves the right to take such steps as it deems necessary 1o determine the
continuing qualifications of the Bidder to adequately perform the requirements of the Contract, and
the Bidder shall furnish to the Commission all information and data requested for this purpose.
Failure of the Bidder fo cooperate with the Gommission in its investigation or submit any additional
documents requested by the Commission shall be grounds for disqualification.

E. Evidence ofVContinuing Qualifications of Bidder

1. The Commission reserves the right to refuse to award a Contract to any person, firen, or
corporation that is in arrears or s in default to the Commission upon any debt or contract, or that is
a defaulter, as surety or otherwise, upon any obligation to the. Commission, or had failed to perform
faithfully any previous contract with the Commission, or any of the User Agencies on whose behalf
the PBC constructs public buildings.

2. The Bidder, if requested, must present within a reasonable time, as determined by the
Commission, evidence satisfactory to the Commission of performance ability and possession of
necessary faciliies, pecuniary resources, and adequate insurance to comply with the terms of
these specifications and Contract Documents.

F. Preparation of Bid

All bids must be prepared on forms supplied by the Commission and shall be subject to all
requirements of the Contract Documents. Unless otherwise stated, all blank spaces on the bid
page or pages, applicable to the subject specification, shouid be comectly filled in. All bids must be
regular in every respect and no interlingations, excisions or special conditions shall be made by the
Bidder. :

The Bidder's name, address, telephone and fax nufnber should be clearly written on the front cover
of each of the copies of Book 1 submitted.

When required by the Contract Documents, the Bidder may attach supporting documentation or
additional information to the back of the form to which it refers.

The Commission may consider as iregular, and at its option reject, any bid on which there is an
alteration of or departure from the bid form hereto attached.

The Bid must be accompanied by a “Bid Deposit” in the amount set forth in Part ILA. “General
Project Information” to ensure:

a. Non-withdrawal of the bid after date and time of opening.

b. The fumishing of the Performance and Payment Bond and evidence of the required insurance
coverage by the successful Bidder as required by the Contract Documents.

The guarantee shall be made by bid bond, certified check or cashier's check payable to the order
of the Public Building Commission of Chicago. No bid will be considered unless it is accompanied
by the required guarantee. Cash deposits will not be accepted.

The bid bonds, certified checks, or cashier's checks of unsuccessful Bidders will be returned as
soon as practicable after the opening of the bids; however, the deposits of the three (3) lowest
Bidders shall be retained unti the Commission awards the Confract to one of them, or for any
reason rejects all bids.

- H. Bidder's Execution of Bid

The Bidder must execute the Bid in two (2) original counterparts.

Bids must be submitted with original signatures in the space provided on the appropriate Part IL.B.
“Acceptance of the Bid." Bids not properly signed shall be rejected.

If Bidder is a corporation, the President and Secrefary must execute the bid. In the event that this
bid is executed by other than the President, attach hereto a certified copy of that section of the
Corporate By-Laws or other authorization by the Corporation that permits the person fo execule the
offer for said corporation.

If Bidder is a partnership, all partners must execute the bid, unless one partner has been
authorized to sign for the partnership, in which case, evidence of such authority satisfactory to the
Commission must be submitted.

I Ridder is a sole proprietorship, the sole proprietor must execute the bid.

A “Partnership,” “Joint Venture,” or “Sole Proprietorship” operating under an Assumed Name must
be registered with the llfiriois county in which it is located, as provided in 805 ILCS 405 (1992).

K. Local Business Subcontracting Participation and Community Hiring

in order to ensure that local businesses that provide subcontracting work to general contractors on
Commission projects and residents of the project communities are provided with the opportunity 1o benefit
from Commission contracls, the Commission requires the following: _

1. Local Subcontracting Requirement

a. General contractors that are Local Businesses {as defined below) are required to award
25% of the Work under their contract with the Commission to subcontractors that are Local
Businesses.

b. General contractors thal are ot Local Businesses are required to award 35% of the Work
under their conitract with the Commission to subcontractors that are Local Businesses.

c. A Local Business is one that: 1) owns or leases a functioning business office andfor
operations facifities within the City of Chicago (for City-funded projects) or the County of
Cook (for Non-City-funded projects); 2) is registered and ficensed to do business in the City

- of Chicago (for City-funded projects) or the County of Cook (for Non-City-funded projects);
3) employs City of Chicago residents (for City-funded projects) or Cook County residents
for Non-City-funded projects); and 4) is subject to City of Chicago taxes {for City-funded
projects) or Cook County taxes (for Non-City-funded projects). In the event that the
Commission performs a project for a unit of local govemment that operates in multiple
municipalities, such as the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District, “Local Business” shall
be defined in the bid documents for that project. The source of funding for the project is
identified in Section H.A.18 above.

2. Community Residents Requirements. At least 7.5% of the prdject labor must be performed by
residents of the Project Community as defined in the Contract documents.

a. Two-thirds of the 7.5% {or 5%) of the aggregate hours of Work to be performed by
Contractor and Subcontractors under this Confract may be complied with through new
hires or current employees of the Contractor who are construction trade workers and
residents of the Project Community.

b. One-third of the 7.5% (or 2.5%) of the aggregate hours of Work to be performed by the
Contractor and Subcontractors under this Contract must be new hires who are residents
of the Project Community and may be comprised of construction trade workers or jobsite
support positions, including, but not limited to, security, data entry clerks, schedulers,
traffic monitoring personnel, field engineer, seperintendent, project manager and site
administrative support staff.

L. Affidavit of Uncompleted Work
The Bidder is required to submit a fully executed Affidavit of Uncompleted Work, which declares, among
other things, the value and estimated completion date of all uncompleted contracts to be completed with

Bidder's own forces and to be subcontracted to others. Such affidavil shall be attached to the bid on the
form provided.

M. Disclosure of Retained Parties

The apparent low Bidder shall submit a fully-executed Disclosure of Retained Parties pursuant to the
instructions on the document within five (5) days of receipt of nofice to provide such Disclosure.

N. Submission of Bid

1. Two (2) copies of all bid documents with original signatures shall be enclosed in two (2) envelopes

each (outer and inner), both of which shall be sealed and clearly labeled with “BID DOCUMENTS,”
the Contract number, name of Bidder, and date and time of opening.

2. Bids received prior to the advertised hour of opening will be securely kept by the Commission.

3. Written modifications of bids will be considered only if received prior to the time stated for receipt of
Proposals. Such modifications must be submitted in a sealed envelope and marked in the same
manner as a bid. IN ADDITION, the envelope must state "BID MODIFICATIONS TO SEALED
PROPOSAL" on the lower lefi-hand comer of the envelope in which the bid modification is
enclosed, so that the modification will be recognized to prevent its being opened prior to scheduled
public opening of bids. Telephonic or oral modifications will not be considered. Bidders are
cautioned that modifications which are not explicit and which are in any sense subject to
misinterpretation shalt make the'bid so modified or amended subject to rejection.

0. Withdrawal of Bids before Bid Opening

Any Bidder may withdraw its bid by letter, facsimile, e-mail request, or by personally securing, with proper
identification, the submitted bid proposal at any time prior fo the time fixed for opening of bids. A
telephonic request to withdraw a bid will not be considered.

P. Opening of Bids

At the time and place fixed for the opening of bids, the Commission will cause to be opened and publicly
read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids irespective of any irregularities therein.
Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present in person or by representative.

Q. Evaluation of Bids

1. The Commission reserves the right to check all calculations and to correct all extensions in case of
error in order to determine the correct amount of the Total Base Bid and/for the total amount of any
other schedule required.

2. Along with re\iiewing the calculations of each bid, the Commission will evaluate each Bidder's
responsiveness to all Bid requirements and resp_onsibility.

3 The Commission may require that the apparent low bidder and any other bidder submit a
breakdown of their bids by CSI Division or other appropriate basis. The Commission may also
require the apparent low bidder or any other bidder to attend a pre-award meeting fo review their
bids in detail. - -

R. Basis of Award

Award will be made to the responsible Bidder submitting the lowest Award Criteria and otherwise
responsive to all the requirements of the Contract Documents.

S. Performance and Payment Bond and Insurance
1. Each Bidder shall fumish proof of its ability to provide the bonds and insurance required by the

Contract with its bid. With respect to the payment and performance bonds, a letter from the
Bidder's surety affirming the surefy's willingness to provide the Bidder's bonds is sufficient. With

respect to the insurance, either a letter from the Bidder's insurer, or a cettificate showing that the
Bidder currently possesses the required coverage, is sufficient.

The insurance requirements for this project are as follows: The Contractor must provide and
maintain at Contractor's own expense, the minimum insurance coverage and requirements
specified below, insuring all operations related to the Contract. The insurance must remain in
effect from: the date of the notice fo proceed until Substantial Completion of the project, during
completion of Punch List, as well as any time Contractor retums to perform additional work
regarding warranties or for any other purpose

Insurance To Be Provided By the Confractor
The insurance requirements are attached as Exhibit 2.

Upon approval by the Commission to award, and within five (5) days after being given notice, the
successful Bidder must execute and defiver to the Commission the Performance and Payment
Bond in the form included in the Confract Documents,-and evidence of the required insurance
coverage.

The Performance and Payment Bond shall be in the form provided herein, in the fult amount of the
Base Contract Price and shall be security for the faithful performance of the Contract and payment
of ali persons, firms, or corporations to whom the Contractor may become legally indebted for
labor, material, facilities or services of any nature, employed or used by it in performing the Work.
The current power of attomey for the persons who sign for any surety company shall be attached
to such bond. Such power of attomey shall be sealed and certified with a "first hand signature” by
an officer of the surety. A facsimile signature will not be accepted by the Commission. The
Commission reserves the right to approve the surety company.

The failure of the successful Bidder to supply the required Performance and Payment Bond or
evidence of the required insurance coverage within five (5) days of notice, or within such extended
period as the Commission may grant based upon reasons determined sufficient by the
Commission, shall constitute a default and the Commission may either award the Contract to the
next lowest responsible bidder or re-advertise for bids. The difference between the amount of its
bid and the amount for which a contract for the work is subsequently executed may be charged
against the Bidder, imespective of whether the amount thus due exceeds the amount of the bid
security. If a more favorable bid is received by re-advertising, the defaulting Bidder shall have no
claim against the Commission for a refund. Because of the difficulty of ascerfaining the damage
caused to the Commission, such sum shall be considered liquidated damages and shall not
constitute a penalty. The election by the Commission to grant an extension to the period allowed
for the bidder to provide an acceptable performance and payment bond and/or evidence of
insurance coverage shall not entitie the bidder to an extension of time required lo complete the
Work.

The bidder shall submit any protests or claims regarding this soficitation to the office of the
Commission's Executive Director. A pre-bid protest must be filed five (5) days before the bid
opening date, a pre-award protest must be fled no later than ten (10) days after the bid opening
date, and a post-award protest must be filed no fater than ten (10} days after the award of the
Contract.

Al protests or claims must set forth the name and address of the protester, the contract number,
the grounds for the protest or claim, and the course of action that the protesting party desires that
the Executive Director take.

In addition to all other applicable ficenses and certifications, the general confractor is required to submit a

copy of its (Class A, B or C) General Contractor License issued by the Department of Buildings of the City
of Chicago.

The undersigned agrees to give a Performance and Payment Bond as
specified in the Contract Documents, with good and sufficient surety or sureties, and to fumish the
required insurance, all within five (5) days after given Notice of Award.

Upon award of Contract, the Commission will process the Contract for final execution.

The Commission reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive any informality in bids
received whenever it determines such rejection or waiver is in its interest.
